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Sihlcity is a Heavily Frequented Site (HFS)

ÅDefinition of HFS in the Cantonal Structure Plan of 

Zurich:

ïHFS generate more than 3000 trips per day on more than 100 

days of the year

ïHFS require sufficient road capacity in the surrounding area and 

a high level of accessibility by existing public transport, street 

and bike network

ïareas fulfilling preconditions for HFS:

Åmax. distance to train-station (S-Bahn): 300m or

Åmax. distance to other public transport interchanges (bus, tram): 

150m with frequency of minimum 8 trams/buses per hour

ÅLocation of HFS is steered by means of Land Use 

Planning !
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Sihlcity: Requirements to obtain building permission, 2002

ÅFinancial contribution to public transport improvements 

Å600 bike parking lots 

ÅAssure ñrecreation qualityò within the area

ÅFinance construction of access ramp to main road

ÅMax. 850 car parking lots

ÅCar parking management (with charges) and limit on 
total car trips per year (lever for MM measures)

ÅHome delivery service by bike

ÅRegulated in a contract and part of the building 
permission
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Measure: Parking concept (and trip contingent)

Å850 parking spaces (50 P+R spaces included),

ïconsequence: employees of shops do not have parking 

allowance

ÅTwo CarSharing locations

ÅMax. car trip contingent: 

ï8ó800 trips / day (to achieve within 5 years, starting from 10ó000 

trips / day)

ï1ó300 trips / night 

ï800 trips / peak hour

ÅObligation to have paid parking
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Measure: Linking to existing transport networks

ÅMotorized transport:

ïaccess via ramp to main 

access road

ÅBike: 

ïextension of bike-paths

ÅPedestrians, PT:

ïexpansion of train 

station, bus and tram 

stop nearby 
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Measure: Improved public transport services

ïfinanced first two 

years by Sihlcity
